They had found a “something” they thought was dying on their cement patio.  Her Labrador had alerted her 
to a small creature curled in a ball just lying on the cement shivering. At first I thought it was an adult mouse, 
but when I picked it up I realized it was a baby “something”. It’s head was large, the body had a stripe running 
down it’s side, it’s tail was long and rectangular. It looked kind of like a squirrel  and a bit like a chipmunk, but 
not quite.  I wrapped it in a towel and went to call the wild life rescue angel, Jean Soprano. Before I had a a 
chance to talk to her they returned to tell me there was another one trying to get in to the  fire place. I 
placed the new baby in the towel with it’s sibling and they curled up together. My husband Ed found a box and 
we put warm water in a freezer bag and placed it in a pillowcase and put both babies in to keep them warm. 
Then Ed went looking   just in case there were more. He did find more, huddled together on the ground be-
hind a shed. I opted to leave them there until we reached   Jean to be sure  we should move them. 

As soon as I explained to Jean what the babies looked like she knew. “Oh, you have baby flyers!” They were 
flying squirrels! No wonder I had no idea what they looked like. Until the year before I had thought the guys 
were just picking on me when they said there were flying squirrels. Even then I had only seen the big eyes in 
the darkness, glowing back at us from the light of a flash light. Jean proceeded to tell me that they should not 
be on the ground and they had to stay warm. If the babies were chilled they could die over night.  So we 
picked up the other two and placed them in the box with the rest. One of the babies decided that climbing 
out of the box was better so we then had to place the box in a dog carrier. Then with Lou Anne driving and 
me with my directions we went to deliver our foundlings to Jean. We had gotten about 10 miles away when 
the cell phone rang, they had found another baby. So back we went to retrieve what we hoped to be the last 
of the litter. I didn’t dare open the carrier, for fear of having the other babies getting loose in the car so I put 
the cold little bundle in my shirt to keep him warm. Well, about half way there he had warmed up and was 
raring to go. By the time we reached Jean’s place he was climbing hand over hand and stopping only to suck 
on my pinkie for a moment. I knew this one would be just fine. 

I brought my little riding buddy in first and Jean had a spot ready and waiting We brought in the rest and as I 
handed them off to her  I picked up the last one (First one found) and told her he was in the worst shape. She 
held him and up righted him in her hand, then put the milk to his mouth. At first he just sat there, but once he 
knew what it was he ate hungrily. Jean said that was a great sign and she thought they would all be just fine. I 
know they are in the best hands available to any lost baby or injured wildlife. Jean is truly an angel.                                         
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Kindred Kingdoms Wildlife Re-
habilitation in Pennellville NY is 
run by Jean Soprano. She is an 
amazing woman who had de-
voted her life to helping wild life 
who are either injured or or-
phaned. If you know how hard it 
is to keep up with one baby 
imagine the spring nights and 
mornings at Jean’s with hundreds 
at times. 

Kindred Kingdoms is a registered 

not-for-profit organization and 
survives on donations alone. 

Jean began in1989 with a New 
York State Department of Envi-
ronmental Conservation assis-
tant’s license. She became feder-
ally licensed by the U.S. Fish & 
Wildlife Bureau in 1992 for ac-
cepting migratory birds and for 
housing non-releasable animals 
for educational purposes. A 
minimum of 12 informative pres-
entations per year have been 

given ever since. Jean also 
earned a Class 2 DEC license 
in 1994 for designing a state 
approved program to accept 
and train volunteers. 

Jean also runs an accredited 
internship program on site. 
SUNY college students re-
ceive course credits for on-
site education. Habitat con-
struction, medical manage-
ment, and diets are taught

She 
came to them at 10 lbs and full of 
burdocks. They worked to clean 
her up and raised her to a 85 lb 
healthy female bear released back 
in to the wild. 

When we brought in even more 
babies for her to care for it was 
Friday night around 9:30. She was 
out in a room full of all different 
types of babies that all needed to 
be fed. There was every age grey 
squirrel , from very tiny to ado-
lescents. I was amazed at the size 

of a small baby yellow bird and the 
hummingbird sitting on a branch 
drinking out of a little plastic 
flower feeder. In that one room 
she had many different kinds of 
birds, including a bat and a small 
owl. Not wanting to hold this poor 
woman up, knowing that her night 
had only just begun, but I felt as if I 
were in such a magical place and I 
didn’t want to leave. My adult self 
made the wondrous child in me 
say my thank you and goodbye, 
and promise myself I would stop 
back at a better time with some 
supplies and donations to help out. 

Jean Soprano takes care of the 

wildlife that can not survive with-
out her help. She has spent her life 
learning and teaching others the 
wonders of wild animals. She is 
one of the most amazing and de-
voted people I have ever met.
